Kevin Harman Winter 2009 Exhibition

We are delighted to confirm to you that, following upon a careful and exhaustive selection process, your gallery has been chosen by Mr Harman to host his eagerly awaited Winter 2009 project, “Brick” An outline of the installation, which will take place at some point (*to be determined) between October and December 2009, is set out below. Mr Harman and his associates are, like you, committed to supporting new visual art which continues to push the boundaries of the genre, and we very much look forward to working with you in the course of the project.    

Briefly, the gallery space will consist of the street level window amplitude of your Cockburn Street premises, the physical integrity of which will be compromised by a projectile, and then immediately returned to a commensurate condition by craftsmen of Mr Harman’s choosing. The nature of the installation is such, therefore, that it is anticipated to have a longevity of approximately two hours, although certainly no longer than a single day. The construction of the piece will be the subject of a filmed documentary, to be compiled by Mr Harman’s associates. 

The constitution and dimensions of the projectile will remain the absolute privilege of Mr Harman, as will all rights in respect of the distribution or exhibition howsoever of the corresponding film documentary, and, naturally, of the projectile itself. Similarly, Mr Harman reserves the right of absolute veto in respect of the date and time at which the installation will be constructed and thereafter decommissioned, with the assurance that rectification to a secure standard of the impairment suffered by the premises will be completed on the same date as the integrity of the window is in fact compromised. Clearly Mr Harman is anxious that the safety of your employees and the general public should remain a paramount consideration, and the artistic direction of the exhibition, including permissible proximity to it at any stage during the preparation, execution and aftermath of any individual, whether connected to the gallery or otherwise, will therefore rest solely with Mr Harman.

Finally, as our chosen partner in this project, we would invite you to join the sponsors who have already pledged their support for the forthcoming exhibit. Your proposals in this regard should be addressed to Mr Harman at the return address noted above, and will, of course, be afforded appropriate consideration by Mr Harman in the lead-in period prior to the installation date. Sponsors will, in the usual fashion, be permitted to cite their connection with the installation without further reference to Mr Harman, although we would request that any promotional material which you intend to issue be referred to Mr Harman for his express sanction before it is circulated generally, whether in the press, online or elsewhere.

Once again, may we congratulate you for being selected to participate in this exciting opportunity which, we trust, will prove to be mutually beneficial in the ongoing promotion of contemporary cutting-edge Scottish art, film and sculpture.
